VOLUNTEER SERVICE HOURS INFORMATION, GUIDELINES AND RULES

READ CAREFULLY!

1. If a student is a regular volunteer at a school, library, hospital, etc., a letter from the supervisor on letterhead stationery may take the place of the school log, but the letter must contain all the information required by the school’s NHS log (dates, times, organization, work performed, supervisor name, title and signature of supervising personnel, phone number, and hours earned).

2. IMPORTANT NOTE REGARDING PARENT SIGNATURES FOR COMMUNITY SERVICE: Please note that no parent signature is acceptable for recording student community service hours UNLESS the parent is the supervising person of a nonprofit organization and writes a letter on the requisite letterhead stationery and/or PRIOR APPROVAL to sign off on a student community service has been given by the NHS Adviser because of the nature of the community service (for example, Mother-Daughter Charity League, one-on-one student tutoring, etc.)

3. Services performed for a family member (siblings, parents, other relatives) or neighbor is not acceptable unless prior approval is given in writing by the NHS Adviser.

4. UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES IS ANOTHER STUDENT SIGNATURE ACCEPTABLE FOR COMMUNITY SERVICE VERIFICATION.

5. If a student is in doubt as to whether or not a service will qualify for NHS service hours, he/she should check with NHS Adviser BEFORE beginning the service if NHS credit is the reason for the community service.
6. If any money is received for your services, this does not count as community service.
7. ADVISORY: ANY DELIBERATE FALSIFICATION OF COMMUNITY SERVICE CAN DISQUALIFY STUDENT FROM NHS MEMBERSHIP. 
8. Finding a nonprofit organization: There are several organizations and agencies which can help match you up with a community service or organization in which you are interested. Go to volunteermatch.org, do a web search on the basis of your particular interest, or see your NHS Adviser for approved NHS volunteer service projects.
